Never place 

a switch where it can be reached from a tub or shower. 10. Not for use in kitchens. This unit may be installed in a wall for a non- wet 

application. 11. Install fan at least 2.5 m (8 feet) above the floor. 12 WARNING: To reduce the risk of fire or electric shock, do not use 

this fan with any solid-state speed control device. 13. The fan must not be installed in a ceiling thermally insulated to a value greater 

than R40.

2. This product is designed for installation in ceilings up to a 12/12 pitch (45 degree angle). Duct connector must point up for wall 

application.   

3. To avoid motor bearing damage and noisy and/or unbalanced impellers, keep drywall and construction dust away of motor unit.

HUMIDITY SENSOR OPERATION 
The humidity-sensing fan uses a sophisticated humidity sensor that responds to: (a) rapid to moderate (user-adjustable) 

increases in humidity or (b) humidity above a user-adjustable set-point (50%-100% relative humidity).The fan run 

continuously  at a pre-set lower level (set by low airflow knob) and automatically boost up to certified airflow rate when 

environmental conditions change.When the humidity  below a user-adjustable set-point, after delay timer (20 minutes) 

returns fan to the default low speed .  
 If the fan continuously responds to changing environmental conditions, ñHò (means ñhumidityò) adjustment may be 

required. This feature is factory-set for about 75% relative humidity level at ambient temperature of 25    
 

SENSITIVITY ADJUSTMENT 
The ñHò has been factory set for most shower applications. However, if the fan is in a tub area or is being used for 

dampness control, the ñHò may need to be increased toward maximum ñ+ò. If the control is responding too often to 

changing environmental conditions, movement toward less ñ-ò ñHò may be required.  To adjust the ñHò:  
1. Disconnect power at service entrance.   
2. Through the grille, locate the slot marked ñHò.   
3. Carefully rotate the ñHò adjustment toward ñ+ò or ñ-ò.   
4. Turn on power and check operation by turning on the shower or other humidity source until the fan turns on.   
5. Repeat above steps if necessary.   
When the temperature changes, humidity sensor values may deviate.  
 

MOTION SENSOR  
Sensing distance will be impacted by the bodyôs own mass.(for example, a 

smaller person will require more remote sensing distance). The fan runs 

continuously at a pre-set lower level. When enter the bath area, the fan will run  
at the certified airflow rate, When persons leave, the fan remains working until 

the delay time (20 minutes) has passed, and then the fan transferred to the pre-

set lower level. 

Installation distance: 2.5m to 3m.  
Sensing range is within the cone angle of 90°.

Screw B ST4.2*25mm 

Hanger bar7 1/2 in (190mm) 
(short)

Note: Hanger bar (short) only can slide into channel A.

CONNECT ELECTRICAL WIRING  

 

Run 120 V AC house wiring to the location of the fan. Use only UL-approved connectors (not included) to attach the house wiring 

to the wiring plate. Refer to the wiring diagram, and connect the wires as shown.
